The
reading material and videos | was given truly helped me process through my trauma and my
grief. 1 was able to forgive my abuser. Now, | can share my story, my experience, and my
knowledge. | use these tools now to look for those signs and to help other women.

After being at the Sheepfold seven months | was able to move to another state with my two children, obtain a job and have
a fresh start in life. My children and | are happy in our new life and | want to thank God and everyone at the Sheepfold for
everything you have done and will continue to do in my life!
